1. Establishment of Smailholm Village Hall SCIO 27 September 2023
Lindsay Grime reported that in 2023, in agreement with Smailholm Village Hall Committee, a SCIO Constitution for Smailholm Village Hall had been drawn up and submitted to OSCR (Office of the Scottish Charity Regulator) for approval by Marjorie Barrow, Lindsay Grime and Jane Miller. On 27 September 2023 OSCR agreed the establishment of Smailholm Village Hall SC052858. Under Clause 73 of the Constitution the three people who submitted the request to OSCR for the establishment of the new organisation were deemed to be the Trustees. They were happy to accept the roles and proceeded to prepare for the transfer of function and assets from Smailholm Village Hall Committee SC029318. There had been several delays in the process, not least due to difficulties getting suitable legal advice. However, with assistance from Gillespie Macandrew LLP, who have drafted a Transfer Agreement and are currently working on the legal aspects of transferring the property, it was felt the transfer should be completed within the next few months.

OSCR require an AGM within 15 months of a new organisation being established, however given the unforeseen delays in preparation for asset transfer, OSCR agreed to extend this period for Smailholm Village Hall. Accounts for the year to the end of September 2024 have to be submitted to OSCR by the end of June 2025. The accounts to be presented will be zero as there has been no activity.

The required quorum of five members was satisfied for this meeting. 

2. Outline of the way the new organisation will operate
Marjorie Barrow explained that in Scotland there are commonly two ways in which charities are managed, under a Deed of Trust which is how Smailholm Village Hall Committee is currently operating, or as a SCIO (Scottish Charitable Incorporated Organisation), which how it is proposed the hall will operate going forward. The switch to a SCIO will not change the types of activities and events held at the Hall. A SCIO is simply a different type of legal entity and it means that Trustees do not hold the charity’s buildings and assets in their own names and are not personally liable for the charity’s assets and liabilities. A SCIO has corporate status under Scottish law, whilst remaining a charity. It can enter into contracts, employ people and own property in its own name. A SCIO has trustees (the Board) and members, who act like shareholders and can hold the Board to account. A SCIO is regulated by OSCR, like a charity operating under a Deed of Trust. Operating as a SCIO is considered best practice as advised by Roxburgh Federation of Village and Community Halls .

A copy of the Constitution was available to view and Linsday Grime and Marjorie Barrow answered queries from those present. There were no concerns raised about the changeover.

Date is yet to be confirmed.

3. Report of Activities
A copy of report of activities (copy attached) had been completed using the OSCR template and would be submitted, as required, by end of June. There were no activities to report.
The report was unanimously accepted by the meeting.

4. Financial Report 2023/25
A copy of financial report (copy attached) had been completed using the OSCR template and would be submitted, as required, by end of June. They were zero accounts.
The report was unanimously accepted by the meeting.

5. Election of Trustees
Lindsay Grime, Jane Miller and Marjorie Barrow were unanimously elected as Trustees.

The meeting thanked the Trustees for all their work to make this change in the Hall’s charitable status.
